     This is the first calendar I’ve been able to get in the mail for several months.  My routine has been 
radically interrupted for a while, but it is finally getting back to normal, or rather a new normal.  On Nov 1, 
2003 my musical partner, Eric Baker, was in a severe car accident.  He was unconscious for 9 days and in 
the hospital for almost 3 months. 
 
     He fought hard and was finally released from the hospital on Jan 27.  He was looking forward to getting 
back to his music, his art, teaching his art classes at Westwood College, returning to his love of the 
outdoors and guiding canoe trips again this summer on the Colorado rivers.  His big goal was that next year 
we would once again hike The Grand Canyon.  However on Feb 8 he had a massive heart attack and lost his 
life.  He would have turned 50 April 8. 
 
    This was a terrible shock because he was making such good progress.  During his long struggle in the 
hospital and the few days he was home, he gained an even greater appreciation of life, and grew even closer 
to his family and many friends.  I am grateful that he was able to spend his last days at home.  He was very 
happy.   I am also very grateful for the 27 wonderful years we had together making music.  He was a 
wonderful friend and is one of the treasures of my life.
